Police Report

Chief Stokoe asked if the Council had any questions on the police report. There were none.
Councilor Jones asked Chief Stokoe if there had been an arrest in the homicide case, Chief
Stokoe stated yes and a Grand Jury with a Murder 1 charge. Chief Stokoe stated his guys
worked very hard on this case with the coordination and support of other agencies. City
Manager Pettigrew stated this case shows how important those relationships with other entities
are and Chief Stokoe has done a wonderful job at making those connections. Chief Stokoe
stated he had an extra 30 or so people helping with the case. He stated within 8-10 hours of
the incident he had eaten up all his resources. He stated many of his guys went 24 or more
hours without sleep. Chief Stokoe stated the BENT team has played a huge roll and is doing an
outstanding job.

City Manager Pettigrew mentioned the Grant the Chief received through Lines of Life for the
drug to reverse the effects of overdose. They can use this to save lives when they are called
out,

She also let the Council know City Hall and the
Police had gotten new office chairs. She also announced the apartments had pushed back their
ground breaking for 45 days. She doesn't have an exact date but will let everyone know when
she does.
